In the midst of the health
crisis, the 2020 edition proved to be fantastic
nonetheless, gathering together nearly the
whole line-up with 26 teams and 52 skippers,
whilst once again treating us to a thrilling week
of sport with just 6’ separating the first 2 boats
at the finish.

Furthermore, even with a race village reduced
to its simplest terms in line with the health
guidelines, nearly 5,000 of the local inhabitants
from Caen and Normandy took the time to come
out and meet the skippers on the weekend of
the start.

The scope of the TV broadcast was doubled
with 2 articles aired each day for 12 days on
France 3, coverage which extended across
Normandy as well as the whole of Brittany. The
hour-long live Facebook feed of the start was
watched by some 86,000 people.
